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Rl : Papers of Iurii A. Kolemin (1876-1958), official in the
imperial Ministry of Foreign Affairs and writer and lecturer on religious
topics. The papers consist of correspondence, manuscripts, and printed
materials. Among the correspondents are Nikolai Arsen'ev, Anton Kartashev,
William K. Matthews, and Aleksandr Meyendorff. There are manuscripts by
Kolemin on religious topics. Also included are papers of Kolemin's step-
father, Vasilii Bakherakht, last imperial ambassador to Switzerland. These
consist of correspondence, drafts and notes by Bakherakht, and the reports
of a Russian commission investigating alleged German atrocities in World
War I.
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
