Four albums of photographs appear to
concern chiefly the VetsliarCsic3Austro-Hungarian prisoner of war camp
in 1917-18; Skoropys-Ioltukhovsfkyi carried on Ukrainian nationalist
efforts there. Other photographs are of unidentified theatrical
productions. Printed materials include offprints and books, and the
subject file is on the death of Skoropys-Ioltukhovs'kyi's son, Vasyl,
while in the German army in
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
