A NEW VOLUME. 
As our readers will notice by the title-page, 

the présent number commences the third vol­
ume of the R E A L ESTATE RECORD. Our suc-

cess so far bas proved that there was a real 
need for such a paper as this. The daily press 
cannot give the real estate news with the full-
ness and accuracy of a hebdomadal especially 
devoted to such records. For the building inter-
est this paper is equaUy indispensable, as it is 
the only one which prétends to give fuU mar-
ket reports of the price of building materials. 

The year 1869 promises to be a busy and im­
portant year for tbese great interests in this 
city, and the RECORD, to ail who wishto trans-
act business, bas got to be a necessity. 

Our motto is " Excelsior." We expect to do 
far better for the building and real estate in-
terest for the coming than we did for the past 
year, and we are equally confident that their in-
tereat will do better for us. 

A GREAT deal of just indignation has beenex-
cited by the attempt of the Common CouncU to 
interfère with the Broadway market on 47th 
street. The RECOUD was the first paper to caÛ'at-
tention to this outrage, and now the daily press 
has taken the matter up. The Common Coun-
cil hâve been so criminally remiss in their 
management of the public markets that what-
ever rights the old charter may hâve given 
them hâve practically become obsolète. 

REPORT OF THE STTPERTNTENDENT OF 
BUILDINGS. 

T H E annual report of the Supeyintendent of 
Buildings, Mr. James M. Macgregor, compiled 
for the year 1868, was issued last week. I t is 
aninteresting document of 489 pages, contain-
ing valuable information arranged and written 
in a manner interesting to the gênerai reader. 

Mr. Macgregor enjoyed the advantage of a 
trip to Europe last summer, and during his ab­
sence had ample opportunities of studying the 
manner in which similar trusts are administered 
in the chief cities on the other side, and this, 
coupled with his expérience, renders his sug­
gestions and ideas doubly valuable. 

The Superintendent complains, with reason, 
of the unsatisfactory working of some of the 
clauses of the building law ̂ as it stands at prés­
ent, and cites illustrations of the manner in 
Tyhich speculators and others, by taking advan­
tage of the loop-holes in the law, can com-

pletely defeat him from carrying ont his inten­
tions. 

In regard to the érection of frame and wood-
en buildings, it appears that owing to the care-
lessness of the wording of a clause in the law, 
the Superintendent has really no authority 
or power to prohibit the érection of such build­
ings within that section of the city lying north 
of 86th street and west of 8th avenue, so that 
portion of the city is totally exempted from 
the benefits to be derived from a proper en-
forcement of salutary building laws. Mr. Mac­
gregor suggests that the law be altered in re­
gard to firc-escapes, particularly that portion 
giving the Superintendent the power to déter­
mine the kind to be used, as it gives rise to 
much dissatisfacbion and embarrassment. 

Attention is called to the fact that although 
a house may be provided with proper fire-es-
capes, it may be rendered inoperative from the 
fact that the alarm of danger fails to reach the 
parties in time. This fact has given rise to the 
invention of methods for alarming the inmates 
of a house in which the fire occurs, and a few 
remarks are given by the Superintendent in re­
lation to a mechanical, self-acting fire détecter, 
which has received the approval uj. Lxr. Mac­
gregor. The machine is self-acting, and acts 
upon the principle of the expansion of metals, 
and gives warning of the location of a fire in 
any building. 

Valuable suggestions in regard to heating and 
ventilation are worthy of notice. Mr. Mac­
gregor does not approve of the présent system 
of ventilating tenement bouses, and does not 
consider himself responsible in any way for it. 

NEW BUILDINGS. 

The f ollowing represents by wards the num­
ber of buildings commenced during the year 
1868, of which number one ' thousand eight 
hundred and seventy-four were finished during 
the year. 

Two thousand one hundred and twelve new 
buildings hâve been commenced during the 
year, in the f ollowing wards : 

First Ward, 5 ; Second Ward, 2 ; Third Ward, 
6 ; Fourth Ward, 14; Fif th Ward, 2 3 ; Sixth 
Ward, 17 ; Seventh Ward, 11 ; Eighth Ward, 
19; NinthWard, 4 3 ; Tenth Ward, 11 ; Elev-
enth Ward, 31 ; TwelfthWard, 387 ; Thirteenth 
Ward, 17 ; Fourteenth Ward, 19 ; 'Fifteenth 
Ward, 3 1 : Sixteonth Ward, 36; Seventeenth 
Ward, 48 ; Eighteenth Ward, 67 ; Nineteenth 
Ward, 875 ; Twentieth Ward, 85 ; Twenty-first 
Ward, 103 ; Twenty-second Ward, 273.—Total, 
2,112. 

The buildings proposed to be erected are 
classified and divided as follows : 

Firat-dass DweUings.—The number of this 
class provided for in the plans submitted was 
879, which waa 309 in excess of those con-
tained in the plans of last year. Five-eighths 

of this number were to be erected in the thxee 
wards north of Fortieth-street. The spécifi­
cations f or many of thèse private résidences 
provide for materials of the most substantîal 
character and workmanship, the cost varying 
from §50,000 to $140,000. The most costly -
private dwelling proposed was the one owned 
by W. B. Astor, situated on the north-weat 
corner of Madison avenue and Thirty-fourth 
street. I t is a corner house, four-story, base-
ment, and cellar, 37x90 ; front of Ohio stone ; 
mansard roof ; cost §140,000. 

Of Second-doKs DioeUinf/x, intended for two 
or three familles each, 353 were submitted, 
being 119 less than the previous year. This 
class of dwellings includes buUdings occupied 
in part for business purposes, frame buildings. 

Tenement Houne-i for four or more Families. 
—Plans for 394 of this class of structures were 
received, being fifty less than in 1867. 

First-dass Stores.—Plans for eighty of'these 
buildings were submitted, a decrease of five 
from the previous year. 

Second-dxiss Stores.—Plans for second-class 
stores presented during the year embraced.but 
fûï-rteen buildings, being seven less than were ' 
proposed for the previous twelve months. 
This class includes a variety of buildings, but 
principally for roughly-constructed storage 
houses, smaU stores, etc. But thirty-one of 
thèse structures were proposed to be erected, 
twenty-four less than last year, most of them, 
being located in that part of the city north of 
Twenty-sixth street, and consisting for the 
most part of one-story brick structures, or 
frame buildings for temporary use. 

Faclories and Workshops.—A most notable 
falling off in this description of buildings also 
is presented in this report. During the year 
1867, plans for 109 were received, whïle the 
past twelve months only 129 were submitted, 
a difEerence of forty in favor of the previous 
year. 

Stables.—Plans for ninety stables were sub­
mitted, being twenty-three less than last 
year. 

Sclwol-houses. — Eight of thèse structures 
were proposed, two less than in 1867. 

Churches.—Fifteen buildings of this dasa 
were provided for, three more than laat year's 
plans. 

Public Buildings.—Plans for eighteen build­
ings of this character were proposed, about onp-
half the number submitted for last year. The 
report is in every way valuable, and wotdd be a 
valuable addition to any library. 

8TATEN ISLAND. 
MucH complaint is made in the public prints 

of the want of sufficiently ample and rapid 
means of communication between NeW Tork 
and Staten Island, and of sufficient arrange­
ments for drainage ; and the opening of new,, 
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wide, and convenient roads and avenues on the 
Island itself is urgently demanded. • -

A récent issue' of the Commercial Adnertiser 
says; " T h i s 'sea-gh-t islè' ought to be the 
favorite resort of Gothamites. I ts fourteen 
miles of agreeably diversified surface should be 
dotted from Quarantine to TottenviUe with 
villages and cottages. With its vigorous sea 
breezes, charming sceneiy, and easy accessibil-
ity, it certainly ought to be more attractive for 
our citizens than any other place around New 
York." And anothe^contemporaiy says : " Al-
ready the hills that a few short years ago were 
bare and desolate, are fast being dotted with 
smiling villas. Streets are in course of con­
struction on every quarter, the gas and water 
pipes are everywhere climbing to the highest 
localities, churches and schooL? are springing 
up and projected in spots hitherto appropriat-
ed by wandering cattle, and, in a word, there 
is every indication that Staten Island is des-
tined to augment greatly in population, in cul-
tivated beauty, and gênerai attractiveness. 
The rapidity and permanent value of this 
growth will, however, dépend in a great meas-
ure on those who hold property and control 
public improvements. Perfect drainage, good 
roads, and unexceptionable communication are, 
we repeat, the three great desiderata of Staten 
Island ; and we hope they will speedily receive 
the energetic attention they deserve. " 

Although inconveniences may not be re-
moved as fast as they should be, nor improve­
ments made on the Island as fast as a due 
regard for individual and public interest re-
quires, yet Staten Islanders may be assta*ed 
that the intrinsic value of their land is cor-
stantly and rapidly increasing. For the per­
manent investment of capital, with full assur­
ance of profitable retum, it is diffi^uli, to find 
a more inviting field tuan-Staten Island, if, as 
we see stated, the priées of fifteen or twenty 
years ago sttll to a great estent prevaU. As 
purchases bave hitherto been almost wholly 
confined to those for immédiate use oïdy, the 
intrinsic value of most of the land is far be-
yond its market vaJue. When purchases begin 
to be made for investment there will be a 
change ; the tide of population and improve-
ment is advancing, and with its progress both 
intrinsic and market values must surely be en-
hanced. If the Staten Islanders wish to real-
ize more promptly and profitably, let them 
push on unitedly for better drainage, new and 
wide roads and avenues, bridges and railroads, 
and other means of prompt and easy commiini-
cation—and ail thèse are as much in the inter­
est of New York as of Staten Island. 

Indeed, it is clear that Staten Island hUs be­
come substantially a suburb of New York, and 
this city, in its o\vn interest, should see to it 
that dll its suburbs are made easy of access, 
and improved and beautified and rendered 
healthful and salubrious, for the benefit of its 
ovra. citizens, whose désire to find accommoda­
tion near the city it is the interest of the latter 
to gratify. 

MECHAîilCAL LABOR. 
TnE industries in mechanism, like those in 

agriculture and other branches of labor, form 
an important f eature in the material branch of 
political economy, termed " reproduction.^^ 

He who is non-reproductivè is lUce a canker 
on the social vine, which saps and under-
mines eveiything that is vivacious, thrifty, 
noble and exalting. No one doubts that la­
bor is honorable, and the mechanic or artisan 
well knows that he belongs to that class of 
the community which are said to be " the 
bone and sinew of the body politic." We are 
led to thèse remarks, having heard from those 
who profess to know something regarding the 
alleged threatened coUapse in mechanical la­
bor which is likely to seize our tradesmen in 
the coming spring. Thèse parties prognosti-
cate a serions strike early in ilay or Jûne, a 
prognostication which we ajre not prepared to 
say has or has not- some foundation on fact ; 
or if on the contrary, it be but the émanation of a 
morbid brain or over-excited imagination. We 
bave sought reliable information as regards 
the state of the labor market, and we proceed 
to, lay the resuit of our research before our 
readers, deeming the présent time most op­
portune, and the priées being adéquate and 
just, for the re tum received by the master 
buildèrs ; and at the same time Ave think that, 
ail différences might be equitably arranged on 
the great principle of supply and demand. 
The foUowing priées are paid, irrespective of 
the ability of the workman. Stone'cutters 
get §5.00 per day ; bricklayers $5.00; brick 
carriers $2.75 ; carpenters from $3.50 to $4.00 ; 
and one firm informs us that they hâve always 
paid $4.00, and would employ noue who are 
not worth that stim ; and that the wages of 
the several trades are likely to remain as they 
now stand, until the latter part of May. Lath-
ers now receive $4.50 ; plumbers $2.50 ; çel-
lar-diggc-x: §2.25 to $2.50; and laborers en-
gaged in carrying earth get $2.00; granité 
cutters receive $4.50; plasterers $4.50; 
moulders get §3.00, but just at this time, 
business is very slack in this branch of me­
chanical labor. Stair-builders command from 
§450 to $5.00. We leam that the German 
cabinetmakers on Saturday last demanded 
an increase of 15 per cent, on their présent 
rates of wages, which vary from $18.00 to 
$20.00 per week, but they bave not as yet re­
ceived answers from ail the bosses. Those 
who hâve replied, do not seem disposed to ac-
qiiiesce in the demand. Nothing can operate 
more detrimentallyto the progress of our build­
ing opérations, than thèse incessant volcanic 
éruptions, which seize our tradesmen's cupidity 
so soon as the spring-time sets in ; and it is 
certainly ungraceful. if not actually ungrate-
ful, that advantage by them should be taken 
in that season when buildings and buildèrs 
make a fair start for the. year, having benefit-
ed their employées during th^ most trying 
season of winter. This subjects commends itself, 
on the grounds of honor and justice.

considération.

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-REAL ESTATE MABKET. 
During tho past-week the market lias been activent 

steady priées, particularly fi-.r Westchester County prop­
erty. That of James M; Miller on Monday roulized priées 
sufflclent to satisfy ail coneerned. ilessra. Johnson & 
-Miller, also on Thursduy, met with a very decided suceess 
in their disposai of lots at Mott Hâveu and EiistTremont. 
The sale of 12.5 lots by Messrs. Muller, Wilkins * Co., at-
tracted a large number of buyers and active bidding was 
manifested. Tho sales of improved property by A. J. 
Bleeckcr, Son & Co., and Ihe varlous auctionufirs, during 
the week, wero ail higlily satisfactory. 

For the coming week the only sale of prOminence to take 
place of unimproved proiierty is that of Messrs, Johnson 
& Miller, for particulars of which see first page of the RE­
CORD. Manyoper.itorsareanticipatinga tight money mar­
ket about the latter part of the inonth, as in previous 
years, owing to tho préparations of the National Banks 
ibr their quarterly statement. A severe stringency has 
always occurred about Ist of April. This year the banks 
cannot anticipate their statement, but mustawait a call 
from the Comptroller, which iiîay make a vast différence. 

MARKET REVIEW, 
BRICKS.—The heavy rain storms and w-arm weatherof 

Jast week rotted the ice, anu again opcned the river, the 
resnlt ol which has been a more libéral supiily of liard 
brick and a better delined inarket. Tho demand hascon-
tinucd very fnir, and taken off a goodlv quantity of the ar­
rivais, but consumers were the principal buyers. dcilers 
nnding stock coming forward once more with comparative 
irei'dom, withdrawing orders, e.wept for such aiiiounts as 
were necessary to muet tlieir regular trade. The sales 
therefore, Jiave scarcely Vsen large enough to preventsoine 
accumnlation. and as we Write, with a little dulnes: and 
considérable unsold stock, the feeling is just a little heuvv, 
tnough not materially lower than late tigures. and car<̂ o 
rates may still be placed at about Çlô.OUa*!6.00 per M, 
with n lew very choice lots, occasionullyVanging a-icja 

.0.1c per U higher. Among the trade geiierally. we find a 
pretty confldent feeling. and though with the présent rush 
or supplies priées may recède somewhat, it is believed that 
ycry full values can be sustained well up to thfe opening of 
the new s«ason. This is based on depleted stocks at ail 
points, and the very reasonable supposition, that as spring 
aclvaiices tho wants of consumers will increase. The sales

CEMENT.—No fresh supplies liave as yet come to 
hand and tho business is still neeessarily entirely of a 
retail character. Some dealer.^ are entirely out of stock, 
and the balance hold only a few small parcels which of 
course enables them to control priées, and we do not learn 
ol anythiug désirable to be had below $3.00, and a fow 
sales hâve reaclied $3.10 per bbl. From nianufactutfcrs 
w-e learn that their orders on lowil account are very libér­
al, and that there is also a prettv good call for coastwise 
sliipment, and that it will reqiiire several weeks after the 
opening of navigation to uieet présent engagements. In 
niost cases, however, they are well prejiared for work, 
baving quarried large quantities of stone during the win­
ter, and this now lies ready for grinding as soon as they 
can obtain the facilities for shiiiping to this city. It is

DOORS, SASH, AND BLINDS.—À few country and 
Southern orders are occasiimally dropping in, but the 
sbipping trade at the momeBt is comparatively duU. On 
local account, however, there is good.-steady, and very 
général demand, and some of the leading manufacturers 
are working full force. Priées are sustained, and the 
whole tone of the market is steady and quite healthy, 
with more apparent confidence than last ispring. 

DRAIN AND SEWER PIPES.-^With the opèn\vinter 
a pretty steady trade has been done in nearly ail the ordi-
narily-used sizes, apd though not by any means .heavy, 
the demand still continues fair. Stocks as-usual at this 
season are large and well-assorted, and buyers can make 
their sélections without much difflculty. In priées no 
change from previous figures can as yetbe quoted. but an 
nnpre.ssion prevails among tho trade that considérable 
Sharp compétition is likely to take place among the large 
manufacturers, and that many ofthe smaller producers 
will be an.xions to realizë qnickly on their accumulation 
during the winter, and as ail this tends to give the biiyer 
an advantage, more libéral discounts will, in ail proba-
bility, be allowed ère long. 

FIliE BRICK.—The demand at the moment is moder-
ate, and mainly -for small jobbing hiis to flU positive or­
ders, and with a pretty large accumulation of supplies 
buyi-rs are seeking some concession. Manufacturers, how­
ever, refuse to .recède i'roin former figures, as the cost of 
production is increasing, and a larger business is looked 
îbr within a few weeks. 

FOREIGN WOODS.—Most styles are selllng to a very 
fair extent from jobbers' hands at former priées, the de­
mand being mainly on local inanufacturing account, and 
with a good assortment, buyers expérience no great difti-
culty in making sélections. In the wholesale market there 
bas been some activity. both on home and foreign account, 
though shippers bave to calculate. pretty closely for mar-
gius, and seldom operate until they can sec their way 
clearly as regards freight-room. ice. Cedar ia quoted no-
uiinally as before, but in a quiet way both buyer and seller 
occasionally make concessions, and a fair trade is dcrfiig. 
Mah;)gany is selliiig well, if of choice quality, partly for ex­
port. Mexicaii wood.s ara in very good supply, but Cuba 
stock continues seaice, in fact. there Is scarcely any in first 
hands, and values are uiieeriain. We note exports from 
this port to Liverpool of 117 logs satinwood. valucd at 
$1,200; from Boston to Halifax 1.850feet mahogany; and 
from New Orléans to Liverpool 46 sticks cedar 'Ihe only 
receipts reported at this port are 2 sticks mahogany from 
Z.iga;"6 logs rose wood, .ind l,-203 pièces ebony from 
Liverpool. 

GLASS.—There is no change in the gênerai features of 
this market. Any of the small sizes when offered can be 
sold without diUiculty atfuU priées, with thè supply. both 
présent Sud prospective, running very light, while the 
large and undi-sirablu grades are irregular, though the turn 
is genei-ally in buyers" favor. The extrême range on dis-; 
éounts is 40® 50 per cent, off on French ; and 35 @i40per 
cent, off on Knglish. American in nioderate request, and 
Bteady at 50 per cent, discount. 

LATH.—Another cargo has been^offered on the spot; 
was taken by the very first person to whom the tender was 
made, and 25c. jier M. advance paid without hésitation, the 
sale embracing 450,000 lath or thereaboiits. at $3.75 per M, 
the inarket again elosing strong. with many an.\ious 
buyers, who say they must bave stock whenever they can 
find it. From ail we can learn. however, it would ajipear 
that the demand cannot be met at the moment, as nothing 
is positively known to be on the way to this port, except the 
remaiitder of the cargo from which the sale reported in our 
last was made, though there may be stock close at hand. 
as it would be-to receivers' interest to keep the matter se­
cret until the laiest possible moment. Dealers still report 
a good demand from consumers, and though a few still hold 
a good supply, by far the largest number are running 
stocks very low, and some are entirely out. At retail 
nothing can be bougl>t lower 'than $4.00 per M., and some 
sales hâve reached .§4.15@$4.25 per M. About 200,000 
hemlock lath wero sold at $2.50 per M. 

LIME.—Nearly every day since our last has brought in 
one or more cargoes, and though ail bave been worked off 
within a short time after arrivai, the demand has at no 
time been active enough to cause an advance in priées and 
we still quote at $1.25 for common, and $2.00 per bbl. for 
lump Dealers are ail in want of lime to some e.xtent, but 
the season is getting too far advanced for them to fear 
more than a temporary scarcity, and few are incliued to 
purchase beyond the probable necessitics of a week or two. 
Common is selling to the largest extent, though a few lots 
of lump hâve been ordered, and are in transit. A great 
many of the Rockland kilns hâve recommenced burning, 
and manufacturers shipptng, and there is now on the way 
to this port, we understand, a very i-espectablo fleet. made 
up. however, mostly of small cargoes, few exceeding 800 
bbls. Of the N.orthern lime there is still some to be found, 
but tho sales are not very rapid, ow-ing to the better op-
liortunities buyers now bave, for making sélections. From 
dealers' hands an average trade is doing on local account, 
with a few sbipping orders occasionally to be filled. 

LTI.MBER.—Tho nmount of trade at tho yards has 
shown some falling off during the past week in most lo­
calities, and the gênerai tone of the retail market at the 
moment is quite duU. Aside from this, however, there is 
no change to ad vise priées remaining steady on ail désir­
able qualities, the assortment, as a gênerai thing, holding 
out well for the season, and dealers seeiiiinglyas confident 
as before of a good time to come. We hearafewcom-
plaints from dealers of a scarcity of well-scasoned lumber, 
but as others havo a fair supply buyers are enubled to 
make,selectlons without much shopping around; A few 
foreign sbipping orders are being filled from tho stock of 
hard woods. and some conti-acts bave been made with ex-
porters for further supplies when freight-room can be ob­
tained. City buildèrs and contractors bave engaged sum­
mer supplies to a nioderate extent, mostly on a basis of 
current rates. In the wholesale market we find a uniform-
ly tirm feeUng and an increasing deuiand for most styles 
ofgoods, as every day tends to deplete the stocks, while 
the small and irregular arrivais are quickly exhausted at 
extrême figures. Orders hâve beeu forwarded to ail points 
from whence désirable goods can be obtained to forward. 
cargoes with as much rapidity as possible, but as yet the 
amount afloat is not large enough to warrant the hope 
that our market can obtain any great relief for several 
Weeks to come. The demand for goods is very gênerai, 
dealers, shippers, and a few speculators ail being in the 
market in seurch of such stock as may be suited to their 
respective wants. Eastern spruce may still be quoted at 
full.$22 00®$24.00 per M. and within this range there bave 
been a few moderato sized and fairly assorted cargoes dis­
posed of, though the supply is entirely inadéquate to the 
demand.. Some buyers cumplaining that they hâve not 
even had an bpportunity to make a bid, much less to se-
cure stock. Jt is very plain that considérable timber is 
wanted just at présent, and with no heavy rush of supplies 

-upon the market current rates can probably bo maiutain^ 
ed for several weeks to come. White pine continues to 
sell quite freely for export, the gênerai aggregate footing 
up large, though most of the purchases are made in small 
lots. There is also a very fair local trade, and in ail casi-s 
full prices are obtained. Dealers are canvassing the pi-ob-
abilittes of next season's supply, and though the majority 
incline to the opinion that the amount will be smaller than 
last year, it is genei-ally conceded too e.irly to arrive at 
any positive conclusion. We quote at $-J2.00©.§2G.00 per 
M. feet for inferior to fuir box boards ; §'27.00@$3I.OU for 
good do. ; and sélections freqnontly ranging higher. Pil-
ing still nominal. Pickets aie meeting with some little 

demand for sbipment into the country, this being the 
season when farmers are in want of stock for repairing and -
building fences, and as no other chance to effcct sales i» 
likely to occur, dealers are ail anxious to find cnstomers. 
This is particularly the c»se with those who hâve had 
stock piled out for over eighteen months, and are now be-
coming tired of paying storage, Insurance, &c.. «fee. We 
learn of some GO.OOO 3-4iuch sizeat $8.50@$i>.00, the lat­
ter on a small parcel newly arrived to flU up on a lath-
laden vessel The previous sales of picket» at $7.S0@$t$.-
00 per M. were made subject to winter charges. Yellow 
pine remains steady at former prices, with a Ihir demand, 
e-isily met by cargoes either on the spot or to arrive. As­
sortment» for yard use are not wanted, and désirable tim­
ber would mect with the most ready sale.
