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THE AECADE RAILWAY. 
T H E report of the several eminent engineers 

•vrho •were requested by tlie Arcade Railway 
Company to consider the question of a subway 

^rsn.der Broadway, and the difficulties attending 
its construction, has been given to the public 
with the complete endorsement of the project 
by such scientific constructors as GEORGE B . 
MCCLELLAN, WILLIAM J. MCALPINE, EGBERT 

L. ViELE, J U L I U S W . ADAMS, SYLYESTEB 

SAVEET, J. P. QuiNBY, and J O H N B . JARVIS. 

The report' is an able one, and, coming from 
such men, Avill be likely to inspire confidence 
among the many doubters of the feasibility of 
the scheme. The statement is made, as being 
worthy of mention, that it now costs almost as 
much to convey freight from Thirtieth street, 
where it is left by steam, to the business por­
tions of the city as it does from Albany to New 
Tork; and to convey it across the city, as it does 
to Liverpool. The general'plan of construction 
is to be : 

The excavation of a subway street, with 
sidewalks for foot passengers, at a general 
level of twelve feet below the grade of the 
present sidewalks, and between these side­
walks a central roadway some three feet lower, 
in which are to be placed four railway tracks, 
the two middle ones designed for fast-moving 
trains of steam power, stopping at intervals of 
perhaps a mile, and two exterior tracks, de­
signed for local or shorter travel, and connect­
ing Avith the fast trains; the upper street to be 
supported on columns and girders, with arches 
between, and completed with a road-bed and 
pavement of the most approved construction. 
An area or space of six feet width, adjacent to 
the buildings, to be left for ventilation and 
light; and a portion of the sidewalks made of 
glass, increasing the light to the subway, so 
that it •will, in this respect, be far better lighted 
than the basement stories now on the street. 
The existing vaults may be rebuilt under the 
lower sidewalks. The sewers to be carried 
through the space between the two middle 
tracks, and the water and gas-pipes between 
the other tracks. The water. and gas-pipes 
inay be suspended over the sidewalks, as is done 
in the sewers of Paris. The motive power is 
Assumed to be steam ; and, to avoid the exhala­
tion of the gases of combustion, the locomo­
tives may take their supplies of steam at cer­
tain localities where it wiU be generated in 
stationary boilers. For the same reason, the 
exhaust steam should not be discharged into 

thr. tunnel, but should be condensed in cold-
water tanks attached to the locomotives. 

The engineers of the company have estimated 
the expense of the work at sums varying from 
$1,600,000 to §2,000,000 per mile. 

All of the imijortant items of cost are of easy 
determinatioii, and the highest of these sums 
would in general be sufficient to cover the cost. 
The most obvious difficulty in the construction 
of the road is in the crossing of Canal street. 
The method which most readily suggests itself 
is one which would greatly enhance the value 
of aU the property affected; that is, to raise 
the grade of Broadway, Canal, and the ad­
jacent streets. This plan, however, is not 
likely to be adopted, and the engineers of the 
company have proposed to carry the subway 
across Canal street by a water-tight iron caisson. 
A. portion of the sewage which comes down from 
the east side of Broadway will require to be 
transported across Broadway; but much the 
larger portion may be intercepted and conveyed 
under the subway, w"here its bottom grade is 
sufficiently high to allow the under passage of 
the sewer. The plans, as thus developed, seem 
to have been arranged to meet all the objections 
which would naturally occur in a careful exa­
mination of the project. A resum6 of the fore­
going statements, and discussion of-the sub­
ject, shows that a sub-arcade railway wiU 
accomplish the objects desired, namely: 

1. I t provides a pleasant rapid transit for 
through passengers between the lower and 
upper ends of the island, and a slower but still 
speedy movement for the local passengers. 

3. I t piro-vides a cheap and convenient channel 
for the conveyance of freight between the ter­
mini of the steam railways iind a large portion 
of the business houses in the city. 

3. I t classifies the travel and trade, and re­
moves from the present street so many of its 
vehicles as to render it more useful and plea­
sant for carriages. 

4 I t furnishes an arcade avenue and prom­
enade, convenient for pedestrians itt all times, 
in warm, cold, or stormy weather. 

5. The subway will be well ventilated and 
lighted, so that its use wiU be pleasant and 
healthy. 

6. I t can be constructed •without interruption 
either to the travel on the street or the con­
venient use of the buildings adjacent, and with­
out occupying the street for the hatding of the 
materials required from or to the work ; and it 
can be built- Avithout endangering any of the 
stnictiu-es along the street, and •with arrange­
ments for a better location of the water and gas 
pipes and sewers, and without any interruption 
of the present connections. 

7. The route selected is determined by the 
topography of the island. 

8. I t in no case occupies or injures any private 
property, but in nearly all cases greatly en­
hances the value of the property along its route. 

y. There are no difficulties attending the 
construction of the work which cannot be over­
come Avith engineering skill, and at a compara­
tively moderate cost. 

Finally, it meets a necessity in the most com­
plete and unobjectionable manner. " • 

NEW YOBK CITY CENTEAnJNDEE&EOUin) 
EAILWAY. 

T H E directors of the City Central TTnder-
ground Railway state that they have effected 
an arrangement -with responsible contractors 
for the carrying out of their plans and the 
rapid building of their road. The persons 
who are reported to have contracted to build 
the road are men of great experience, and have 
abundant means at their command, and i t is 
said that they have agreed to accept, in pay­
ment for the work, gold sterling bonds of the 
Company bearing G per cent, interest in gold-

This railway is to consist of a double tunnel, 
i.e., two single-track tunnels, built in the 
most substantial manner, while the depots are 
to be fitted up in elegant style, and have all 
the modem conveniences. Two single-track 
tunnels are f oimd to possess several important 
advantages over the ' single double-track tun­
nel, especially as regards ventilation. 

Under the original charter, granted April 17, 
1808, the Company was only authorized to 
buUd an underground railway from the City 
HaU Park to Harlem River; but by the amend­
ment to their charter, passed May 11,1869, the 
Company secured greatly enlarged powers. 
Starting, as originally intended, in the Ciiy Hall 
Park, at a point on the north side of the new 
Post-Office, the line extends thence easterly, 
passing in front of the old City Hall, to and 
across Centre street, to and through City HaU 
place to Pearl street; thence in a curved line to 
Mulberry street; through Mulberry to and 
across Bleecker street; to and through La­
fayette place to Astor place and Eighth street; 
ejisterly through Eighth street, to and through 
Fourth avenue to Fourteenth street, under 
Union square to and across Seventeenth street; 
thence to Madison avenue ; through Madi­
son avenue as far as opened, and thence 
in a direct line to the Harlem River. 
The Company may also construct and use a 
branch from the main line to the Central Park, 
and, with the approval of the Commissioners of 
the Central Park, into and under said Park. 
With the powers thus conferred upon the Com­
pany they announce tha t they will construct 
a branch of their road from the main line, 
commencing at the south-east comer of Madi­
son square, comer of Madison avenue and 
Twenty-third s t reet ; thence running in a 
north-westerly direction to the comer of Broad­
way and Twenty-fifth s t reet ; thence northerly 
under Broadway to its junction Avith the grand 
Boulevard at One-hundred-and-eighth s t reet ; 
thence along, under the Boulevard, to One-
hundred-and-tAventy-eighth st . ; thence north­
westerly, under Manhattan street, to the depot 
of the Hudson River Railroad Company in 
Manhattan-dlle, 

From the upper terminus of Madison avenue, 
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the directors talk of an extension along the 

•west side of the Harlem River to the head of 

that stream at Eingsbridge. Theris -will be a 

Y turnout from ]\Iadison avenue, in the neigh­

borhood of One Hundred and Thirty-first and 

One Hundred and Thirty-fourth street, to the 

new iron bridge over the Harlem River at the 

upper terminus of the Third avenue. From 

a point near the north east comer of the City 

Hall Park, a single track tunnel is proposed 

along the rear of the City Hall, thence with a 

curve to Broadway at a point near Murray 

street; thence a double tunnel southerly under 

Broadway to and under State street to the foot 

of Whitehall street, there forming a connection 

with the Belt Railroad and with the Brooklyn 

and Staten Island ferries.

W H E B E are they all—^up in a balloon, boys— 

or where ? We mean all those great and long-

talked of improvements. "N̂ Tiat are they doing 

at Hell Gate ? The great earthquake that was 

to occur when all those tons of nitro-glycerine 

•were exploded, has not shaken down the steeple 

of old Trinity ye t 

There is not so much as a pimple above the 

•wave, as yet, to indicate where the location of 

the East River Bridge is to be. But the world, 

you know, wasn't built in a day. 

The Elevated Railway seems to be so highly 

elevated that it has become independent of 

labor. 

The Central Tunnel Railway, too, seems all 

in the dark, and the highly illustrated pictures 

of The Arcade begin to look blue. The Pneu­

matic Tube Co. have made a begiiming by put­

ting their tube upon exhibition. If it remains 

on exhibition as long as did that tuimel under 

the River Thames, the stockholders will be 

jubilant,—^no Government bonds for them while 

they can invest in pneumatic tunnels. There 

are five or six more railroads, several bridges, 

and one or two canals that, when finished, wiU 

take the starch out of Aladdin with his won­

derful lamp. Find him, get him to put them 

through, and then—give us a rest. 

Some better and more expeditious plan for 

cleansing and removing the accumulations of 

filth from the ces-'̂ pools of our sewer culverts 

is very much needed. The method now in 

practice is productive of great inconvenience, 

and is a public nuisance in every sense of the 

word. In the first place, they are not emptied 

as often as they should be, and the manner of 

emptying them is abominable. Look at i t ! 

A night-cart is brought to the comer of a 

street in the middle of the day; the tools—a 

ladder, one or two buckets, and a coil of rope 

or a long pole, all reeking with filth—are placed 

upon the sidewalk, to the great inconvenience 

of passers-by, and to the disgust of the mer­

chant or storekeeper who happens to be located 

near by. The iron-cover of the culvert is then 

removed, the ladder inserted, and a poor fellow 

descends into the noisome hole, and forth^with 

commences to fill the buckets as they are 

lowered down to him one by one. This he con­

tinues to do until he is almost suffocated -with 

the noxious vapors that arise from the stinking 

pool beneath him ; and these are at times so 

stifling as to overcome him, and he has to be 

dragged out as quickly as possible by his help­

mates above. In many instances death has re­

sulted. As the buckets are handed up in this 

slow order, so are they emptied into the cart, 

slip-slop, bespattering and besmearing every­

body who comes, mth in a few feet of them. 

'Why not have an apparatus that is capable of 

doing the work in a more cleanly, more expe­

ditious, and less dangerous mamier? A ma­

chine composed of an endless chain of buckets 

could easily be made that Avould accomplish 

more work in one day, with the same amount 

of labor, than is now done. 

ANSWERS TO COBBESFONDENTS. 
"i?."—^The nilc that requires a wife, in case her husband 

excliauges lands for other lands, to make her election of 
dower in the lands ^ven, or those taken in cxchang;e, and 
depriving her of herright of dower in both, does not ap­
ply in your case. The word exchange, as used in the 
statute, has received this interpretation, namely, that 
it must be a mutual grant of equal interests, the one in 
consideration of the other. Tlie lands exchanged must be 
equal in quantity and interest, not necessarily equal in 
value, for that is immaterial. If, therefore, one house and 
lot is exchanged for two houses and lots, or for ten acres of 
land, the wife mil be entitled to dower in the property 
conveyed aud the property received, for the property ex­
changed, it >vill be seen, is not equal in quantity and 
interest. 

" Real Estate.''''—A deed valid when delivered to the grantee 
will not be so •vitiated by an erasure, alteration, or can­
cellation as-to remvest the title in the grantor. The effect 
of such erasure or alteration, if made without the gran­
tor's consent, is to destroy a right of action on the coce-
nante contained in the deed. (2.) Any alteration or erasure 
made by a tr,ird parly, without the knowledge or consent 
of the parties to the deed, will not impair its validity. 
Every alteration or erasure made in a deed before execu­
tion should be noted by the subscribing witness or the 
notary. The evidence of the assent thereto of the party 
executing such deed will then be conclusive. If .not so 
noted, and the erasure or alteration be material, the party 
claiming the benefit of the alteration will be required to 
give some explanation should the party executing the 
deed claim that the alteration was made without his con­
sent, and the jury will then decide upon the sufficiency of 
such explanation. . . * 

" Tenant.'' —Unless there is an express covenant in your 
lease to repair or rebuild, notwithstanding the covenant 
to surrender up the possession of the premises at the ex­
piration of the lease in the s-ime condition they are in at 
the date of the lease, natural wear and tcfir excepted, 
your will not be bound to put up new buildings in place 
of those destroyed by fire.

So far this year t he 

amount of sales, as will be seen by onr comparative table, 

exceed those of 18C8, but arc less than those of 18G9 by 

many millions of dollars. I t is predicted by many t h a t 

large amounts of property must come into tlie market th is 

spring, to be realized from by weak holders—the t ru th of 

which we .ire inclined to doubt, as most of the real estate 

sold last spring was disitoscd of on verj- easy termB, with 

mortgages of from three to five years, and very little was 

sold on which more than 50 per c e n t rem.ained on mortgage. 

As property has not on an average declinetl more than 10 

per c e n t , .nnd the chances arc against any further fall, 

we see no reason for holders to sell on a scare : and all they 

need is a good stock of patience and a little backbone, to 

come ou t in t ime handsomely with a fine profit

MARKET EEVIEW. 
BRICKS.—Since our last the market for North river 

hard brick has remained in a nominally firm condition, 
and up to the close of this report former prices are still 
quoted. There has inrealitj', however, been so little bus­
iness done that the position can scaijiely have received a 
fair test, and wiien cargoes again commence to change 
hands with anything like freedom viilues will probably 
show some variation, the tiim from jjresent indications to 
be in buyers' favor. All the recent transactions, to be sure, 
have been at pretty full rates, but this is owing simply to the 
fact that there has been at times absolutely no stock in first 
hands, and sellers have thus been enabled, when they did 
have anything to offer, to retain the advantage over the 
few buj-ers wiio insisted upon having river-made brick. 
But in the aggregate the current demand continues ex­
tremely modcnite and entirely on the hand-to-month 
principle, all calls taking just enongh for current wants, 
which in turn are based upon positive consumptive orders, 
and a great many buyers u.sing cheaper substitutes from 
New Jerscj-, Sic, while in a few instances we understand 
that purchiiscs have been made in a small way, from dealers 
with a snrplus supply, at prices fully as reasonable as are 
asked by the cargo. Buj-ers of all kinds, in fact, are scarce, 
and brick plentj'—though not immediately available—and 
nothing but a liberal incresise of the outlet will carry the 
season out at high rates. The ice in the river has interfered 
somewhat with transportation, but we liear of a few vessels 
arriving within a day or two. About all the stock held in 
a specul.ative way has now been sold out. We quote at 
§8.50®9..50 per M, for the ordinary average of stock, any­
thing selling higher ranking as fancy. New Jersey hards 
have met with rather more inqiiirj-, owing in part to the' 
sgarcity of North river stock, but plenty of brick have been 
brought forward to meet tho wants of trade, and prices re­
main about as before, ranging from §7 per M for common 
to $8 do for choice. There is still a goodly supply at the 
New Jersey yards, but in the present condition of tho 
market at this point manufacturers deem it useless to send 
in more than can be used immediately, iis the frost would un­
doubtedly injure a great manj' deck loads before they could 
be sold. A few arrivals are said to have taken place from 
Long Island, but they were held at such extreme rates as to 
preclude tho possibility of aquick sale, and but little has 
been heard fcom them. Pa'le brick, without showing any 
great amount of activitj', have sold to a fair extent, and re­
ceivers manage to find a place for about all arriving, 
AVilliamsburg buyers taking a large proportion, and, as the 
supplies do not accnmulate, prices are sustained. We quote 
at §5@5.50 per M, and some sales have reached §0 do. 
Fronts are in moderate jobbing demand from yard at $17® 
19 per M for Crotons ; and §38@40 for PhiUidelphias with 
the usual additions for delivery, &c. 

CEilENT.—^Thc continued suspension of na-vigation and 
the consequent impossibility of bringing in supplies, except 
at great and unwarranted expense, enable the selling in­
terest to retain all the slight advantage of the x>osition, and 
the market for Rockland remains in a generally stciidy con­
dition. The actual demand, however, is only moderate, and 
shows no signs of early improvement, tho home consump­
tion requiring less tlian tho avenige at this season, and ship­
pers calling for merely a few small job lots to fill positive 
orders. Former prices are in mo.st cases asked, but not al­
ways insisted upon, particularly by owners of some of the 
large accumulations, who evince a disposition to meet lib­
eral cash customers on easy terms. Nothing as yet report­
ed shows a positive change in figures, and wc continue to 
quote at S2.50@2.7.5 per bbl. As dealers are undecided in 
regard to probable wants during the coming season, very 
little has been said thus far in regard to contracts, and man­
ufacturers refniin from fixing the opening rate. It is h.ard-
ly probable, however, that any advance over last j'Ciir will 
be asked, and we hear some hopes e^qiressed that the terms 
will be a trifle ea.sier, hi sympathy with tho gradual falling 
off in value on all other building materiaL 

LATH.—^The supply has not greatly increased, but still 
there has enough come forward to prove that our intima­
tions during the past week or two were correct, and that 
the eagerness to operate was confined to a very few buyers. 
Immediately following the writing of onr last report, an­
other small B<alo was made at §3 per M, and this evidently 
supplied all the pres-sing calls; a airgo arriving snliseqnent-
ly drawing out very few bids, and none except at 25c. per M 
decline, which was finally accepted by receivers as the only 
means to prevent stock remaining on thf'ir hands. Later, 
additional arrivals were offered, and once more the market 
gavcw'aySoc. per M, sellers evidentlj'thinking it best to 
meet buyers' views quickly, lest the bids should be still fur­
ther reduced. At the decline the feeling seems a trifle 
more steady, but cannot be called firm. Cargoes are com­
ing in slowly, and are likely to for some time yet, but- the 
outlet is very small, and jobbing dealers are more and more 
convinced that their true policy is .to buy stock merely in 
such lots as absolute necessities require, until the cast of 
lath sink to a level proportionate -with the shrinkage in pri­
ces on all other commodities - Indeed, a great many job­
bers find nothing to encouroge free piuohascs, even at low 
prices, as they hold stocks enongh to last for several week?, 
unless-a very decided improvement in the outlet-takes 
place, and nothing at present indicates a brisk spring trade; 
Sales are reported'embracing about 1,500,000 lath, from 
§2.75 down to §2.50 perM, closing hea-vy at the latter price. 
A portion of the above sales were sent to Newark." ' 

LIMB.—^The market for Rockl.and is not only dull, but 
decidedly fiat, and the advantage entirely in buyers'favor. 

For finishing or lump lime there is a reported steadiness, 
and §1.75 per bbl is still the quoted rate, though it is not 
at all improbable that easier terms would be allowed ready 
buyers, and enough stock conid be obtained were it wanted, 
notwithstanding the continued cry of scarcity. On common 
lime the depression is vei-y de<ided, bnyers having to be al­
most forced into operating, and as the only means left to work 
off the liberal accnmnlntion in first handn, the price has been 
reduced to §1.25 per bbl, with n heavy tone still current 
This decline really, took place previoBs to onr last report, 
but we were misled into repeating former qnotations by a 
little idiosyncrasy on the part of the leading receivatv, who 
jiositively as.sured ns, even while the rednction was being 
made, thai no change had occurred or would take place for 
many daj's; and as the parties who gave us this information 
(?) have full control of the market, we naturally supposeil 
no further inquiries upon the subject were necessary. Tlic 
receipts have not been remarkably large of late, but fully 
c(|ual to the outlet, and any more woiSd prolmbly cause a 
snrplus accumulation. Of the Northtm lime small lots are 
being slowiy jobbed out, with prices following the conrse of 
Eastern, and several thousand barrels still remain in stock. 
The reported xcccipts coastwise for the week were cig(jt 
cargoes. 

LTJ3IBER.—In an irregui.ar way there has been a littla 
more doing at a few of the principal yards, but the move>-
mcnt is not by any means general, an.t nothing indicates a 
decided impruvemcnt in business. The cull has been prin-
cii)ally from out of town cu.stomers looking for ^mall jo& 
lots of choice stocks which thej' require to meet a few 
pressing orders from con.sumers, uut none will purchase to 
an extent exceeding probable re-sales during the next two 
or three weeks. City buyers continue few and far between, 
and still show a decided antipathy to making up largb in­
voices. The working do'»vn of the accnmnlation is slow and 
uniform with the exception heretofore noticcil, viz., Sprucer 
and Hemlock, and these are really becoming quite scarce, 
though it would not reqiurc a gresit many cargoes to carrj-
cven the most .anxious dealers through for the balance of 
the sesi-son. "On the above-named styles prices are quito 
firm, but other descriptions csm onlj' be called steadj', and 
nndesirablc i)arccls are now and then to be found at lower 
figures in order to close out 

There has been very little fresh stock offering in ther 
wholesale market, but the few arrivals that have come to 
hand unsold proved to be of a gciicrallj' desirable quality 
and quickly found an outlet at fnll prices, considerably 
stimulating the ideas of few receivers. I t is very evident^ 
however, that bnj-fts are not operating without a due con­
sideration of the position; and only because a few dralcrs 
mnst have goods to meet contracts, tie, and receipts arc 
likely to run Ught for a week or two. does the selling inter­
est gain the advantage. T'he export movement is still 
quite moderate, or at the best confined to sm.all lots on Wese. 
India account; and thongh strictly prime shippinggTai'le>t 
are somewhat scarce, we find a dealer now and then who 
requests us to send along any buyer particularly anxious to 
operate. 

On Eastern Spruce there appears to be no very great 
change in the general position, a few .anxious buyers »till 
remaining in the market and the moderate arrivals fiadin^ 
a prettj- quick outlet at full former fipmrcs, giving bn-ainesî  
an active firm tone; and as the receipts arc not likely to in­
crease immcdiatclj-, receivers feel confident I t is ap-pa-
rent, however, that the call for stock does grcatlj- ia-
crease, and that it is not as general as usual at this season, 
a great many dealers finding their supplies in yanl, thongh 
small, quite enough for the prevailing consumptive de­
mand, and prefering to postpone pnrchiises until actnsilly 
compelled to replenish. Late advices from the points of 
production indicate a much more favorable prospect for 
the log crop, and all wants ate likely to be met during the 
coming season. We quote at §20(^32 per M. for common 
to good; §23 for prime; and very choice schedules, con­
taining a large proportion of long lengths, probably a triilo 
higher, thongh a much greater advance would be well up 
to j'ard rates. There Ls still evidences that a small amount 
of choice Hemlock joLst and scantling can be sold at ri--
munerative rates this spring, but receivers should be care-
fnl not to permit too large an accnmnlation to take place. 
AVhitc Pine continues to sell along 8lowlj:;.in small lots on 
home account, with now and then a small export order, 
but the demand is not sharp, and buyers appciir to find 
such selections as thej' desire after a very slight search. 
Prices at the former range, with a disposition on the part 
of sellers, however, to allow easy temis to cash customers* 
"if you will 8.ay nothing about it outside.''' AVe quote at 
§20®23 per 5L for common lionrds; §24@25 do. for good 
do.: and §2()®29 for prime to choice do. Piling is in 
limited request, the snpplj- ample and ca.sily available, and 
prices unchanged, ranging from Cc. for common to 8c. for 
very choice stjcks. Yellow pine is dnH, even the ordinary 
run of orders showing some slacking up, and the market in 
a somewhat nomiiml conilition, thongh for good gpccificji-
tions about §30®.33 per .M. is probably as low as anything 
would be sold. Common and inferior stock is occa.sionully 
parted with at lower figures, but has no rcgul.ar miirkct. 
For No. 1 Eastern shingles the demand Ls still reported 
good, but probably, more from the fact that there is no sup­
ply here than from any actual liberal ontlet. Buyers arc 
willing to pay §4.75(2;!5.00, and these may be considercil 
market rates. Sonthem Shingles doll and nominallj- un­
changed.

The traffic of oak and hard wood timbei-, in the Saginaw 

Valley and along the slioi-c, has been incnsising within the 
p.a8t few I'cars, and bids fair, within a short time, to con-
Ktitute a business scarcely secondary to pine lumber or salt 
Nowhere is to be found Ijctter tim'oer for ship builduig pur­
poses tiian is got out on .several of thfi streams tributarj' to 
the valley. As near as we ean asceitain, and we h.ave the 
estimates of two or three de:ilers, the amount of long and 
square oak timber got out la<t j'ear is about 705,000 feet 

This is all brought to the Sagmaw river in nii'ts securely 
fastened, and mixed with pine lnml)er to make it float 
Here it is put in vessels and shipped to its destination. 
—'The rafts arc t:ikcn apart before shipment and loaded by 
means of apparatus. It is taken in at. the bow of a vessel 
through port-holes and stored. There is a large number of 
vessels that run almost cxchisiyely in this trade. The ave­
rage price of o!ik timber i8''$2l0 per thousand. The 
figures given above relate only td the Saginaw river.— 
There is a large amount of timber gotten from the Bay 
Shore, but of the amount wc laive no way of computing 
with any assurance of correctness. The business of deal­
ing in hard-wood timber is growing in magnitude aiid, 
taken in all its branches, involves the transfer of millions 
of dollars in monej'. ' •• 

On nearly eveiy strejun of any consequence in the Sagi­
naw district, are booms controlled' by organized boom com-
lianies. who take the logs from the drive as^ they are 
brought do-wn, separate" each'owner's logs, group them in 
rafts and run thorn to tiic different mills. The Tittabawras-

see Boom Compiiny, organized in 1804 with a capital of 
§100,000, and whose operations exceed in magnitude th.at 
of any other organization of the kind in thn United 
States, . may be taken as a standard in calculating 
booming expenses and booming operations. During the 
season of 1869, this company rafted out 1,277,241 log."!, 
scaling 277,020^057 feet, leivuig in the booms fJO,-
000,000 feet which will Laj' over until the coming 
sjiring. In the sjiriiig of 1S69 there was 110 miles 
of a solid jam of logs in the Tittab.aw.assee and its tributi-
ries, making one of the grandest sights that could be im-
aghied. Bj' unequaled management these logs were moved 
down to the booms, separated, and delivered to the proper 
owner, with the exceptions of those named. To remove 
these logs from the banking ground to tho booms cost the 
company on contract §30,000. During the season, §:j2,800 
was expended for ropes alone, and §6,4l4 for rafting pins. 
The exiMJuses were between §100.000 .and §200,000. The 
companj' employ on an average from 2.50 to 300 men, have 
12 miles of booms, and five large boarding hoiLses for the 
raftsmen. . 

To make a mathematicallj' correct estimate or calculation 
in regiird to the lumber business of this State is, of course, 
an utter impossibilitj-, but n])proximations may be miulc 
based on evporience, surveys, and circumstances that, in 
the main, arc substiintially correct, and answer the pur­
poses designed. A writer in the Detroit Post recentlj' gjive 
a rough review of the lumber interests of the State, based 
on ciilculations made at this point, which is by fiir the best 
article on the subject that we Inive seen for j-ears, the lan­
guage of which we adopt in the main, making such alter­
ations as, in our judgment, are correct 

" Michigan," sjiys the writer, "embraces a large-number 
of highly important interests, including some of wiiicli are 
lieculiiir to few other Sfcitcs. AVith prompt deference to 
other interests, it will not be denied that the greatest of all 
them moneywise, as well as more magnificent in its general 
aspect, is that of Lumber. In this respect probablj-, no 
other region of similar extent was ever so richly dowered 
bj' natiire. Of the Lower Peninsula, embracing some 
2.5,000,000 acres, about one-half maj' be called a pine T£-
gion, for the pine timber of the State grows upon all the 
streams, and is interspersed- in almost everj' township with 
h.ard wood. It is a well-known peculiarity that the clioi-
ce«!t pine is .alwaj's interspersed with other timber, and that 
a large proportion of the land is well adapted to iigricul-
tural purposes. The most-extensive and valuable lumber 
region is that Ijing upon the wiiters debouching into Sag­
inaw Biiy, and e.xtendinc to the upper Muskegon, and 
thence west to Lake JUchigan, covering the waters of the 
Pero JIarquette and iManistee The Thunder Bay region 
also embraces a large arei of pine timber, and the An 
Siible river of Lake Huron penetrates the large central 
j)inc conntrj' on the head w.aters of that stream, and on the 
Manistee and the Muskegon. The last-named stieam, 
with its numerous tributaries, fonns one of the chief lum­
bering districts of the Shite. The extent of the territory 
that jirodnces pine timber suitable for manufactiiring is 
much larger than has been generally supposed. I t is pro-
bable'that there are from six to eight million acres upon 
which pine timber grows, but a very large jjroportion of 
this territory is sparsely timberctl, and much of it a few 
j'cars since would not hove been classed as pine-timbered 
land. During the past few years explorations have been 
made m every portion of the State, and parties have lo­
cated every available tract of pine so far as discovered, 
taking at Government prices lands which, in some cases, 
will not jicld 1,000 feet to the acre. In the Upper Penin­
sular, embracing about 10,000,(K)0 acre.s, there are probably 
8,000,000,000 to 10,000,000,000 feet of pme timber, of which 
2,000,000.000 have been already cut" 

About the time the Northern Pacific Railroad Con­
vention was held in East Saginaw, Hon. John F. Driggs 
prepared an elaborate statement of our lumber, salt,' iron 
and copper interests, in wiiich he says: " I t has been as 
ccrfciined that in tlie vcar 1868 there was cut, in the entire 
State, 1,000,000,000 feet Saginaw Viilley and tiieBay Shore 
I)roducing about one-third of the whole amount. Making 
what I suppose to be a low estimate, that the annual pro­
duction in tho whole State, in the last eighteen years, h;i,s 
been 400,000,il00 feet, the entire production withiu that 
period has been 7,200,000,000 feet Placing the average 
yield at 3,750 feet to the acre, and at 300,000 feet to the SO 
acre lot, we find the enormous number of 1,920,000 acres 
from wiiich the pine has been removed in this Sbite. Esti­
mating theentire amount yet standing ui Northern Michi­
gan, including the Upper Peninsula at double the .amount, 
say 4,000,000 acres, the future yield will be 15.000,000.000 
feet and at the present price of §15 per M, Will be worth 
in market §225,000,000. The timber, shingles, etc., will 
bring at leiist §75,000,000 more, making the pine in the 
forests of Northern Michigan produce the vast sum of 
§300,000,000. This 4,000.000 acres of standing pine at tile 
present rate of exhaustion will all bo cleared in 12 or 14 
j-cars. But as heretofore the pine has been mostly cut 
on streams accessible for ninning logs, and as much of tho 
remahiing timber, both in the lower and upper Peninsula, 
is found in .•actions too distant Ixom the w'ater-courses, to 
make them available for that purpose, the supplj- fi-om such 
localities must depend upon future railroad and other facil­
ities for transpoi-tiition to market Until such means are 
aft'ordcd, the annual yield must soon be diminished, and 
this maj' prolong the entire exhaustion of white pine in the 
State for a period of 18@20 j'ears; Imt beyond that, it is 
hardly possible'"
