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AN ARCHITECTURAL RAMBLE. 

To tliose wlio have not visited New York for 
the last three or four years, the changes which 
have occurred in various portions of the city 
during that brief period will api)ear perfectly 
startling. Without alluding to the magnificent 
structures which have been erected on Broad­
way in its entire length, the improvements on 
Union Square, the countless changes in and 
around Central Park, and the houses springing 
up by Avhole towns and villages in our imme­
diate neighborhood, we shall for the present 
confine ourselves to only one little district; 
viz., that embraced in the narrow shp rvinning 
only twenty blocks, from Thirty-second to Fifty-
second streets, and lying between Lexington 
avenue on one side and Fifth avenue on the 
other. 

Starting from the comer of Thirty-second 
street and Fourth avenue, the first object that 
arrests our attention is the massive iron build­
ing no iv in course of erection by A. T. Stewart 
as a hotel. I t occupies the whole block on the 
west side of Fourth avenue, running from 
Thirty-second to Thirty-third street, and in its 
depth extends half way between Fourth and 
MadisofiL avenues. The building is, we believe, 
to be seven stories high, and is of very orna­
mental character. Only one block farther up 
we come to the " Church of the Messiah," com­
pleted about two years ago—a handsome Byzan­
tine edifice of broAvn and Ohio stone, standing 
at the north-west corner of Fourth avenue and 
Thirty-fourth street. On Madison avenue, 
occupying the whole block between Thirty-
fourth and Thirty-fifth streets, on the west side, 
Mr. Astor has just completed three stately 
private family residences, of Amherst Ohio 
stone, very chaste and simple, but ejffective in 
design. In continuation of these, the whole 
block, on the same side, between Thirty-fifth 
and Thirty-sixth streets, is taken up by a fine row 
of elegant dwelling-houses, newly erected, of the 
same beautiful material. Returning to Park 
avenue, we find the whole block between 
Thirty-fifth and Thirty-sixth streets occupied 
by a handsome new Byzantine church and 
dwelling-houses of Ohio stone, in very peculiar 
French style, not quite so pleasing as curious 
to the spectator.. The next thing worthy of 
notice—and very much so, for nobody passes it 
without stopping to ask what that building 

is intended for—is the G-othic residence of 
Mr. James, on the south-west corner of Park 
avenue and Thirty-niuth street, now in 
course of completion, from the design of Messrs. 
Renwick & Sands. This building is erected in 
party-colored broAvn and Nova Scotia stone, with 
a very rich entrance of polished marble columns 
of variegated colors, and a large a'mount of 
carved ornamental decorations. Although par­
taking too much of a collegiate or semi-ecclesi­
astic character for an ordinary dwelling-house, 
it is undoubtedly a work of art, and abounds in 
pleasing noA'̂ elties and fine artistic touches. 
Right opposite to this building, on thenorthwest 
corner of Park avenue and Thu'ty-ninth street, is 
the First Baptist Church, now in course of erec­
tion. The buHding is apparently of simple de­
sign, and has not yet progressed far enough to give 
an idea of its general appearance. Proceeding 
a few steps farther, we find on the north-east 
comer of Pork avenue and Fortieth street a num­
ber of handsome new dwelling-houses of Ohio 
stone. From this point bursts on the view the 
monster "Union Depot," now in course of rapid 
construction for the Hudson, New Haven, and 
Harlem Railroads. This gigantic structure of 
brick and iron occupies the west side of Fourth 
avenue, all the way from Forty-second to Forty-
fifth street, a length of 694 feet by a width of 240 
feet on Forty-second and Forty-fifth streets. 
At the Forty-second street end a distance of 
38 feet is taken off for offices, etc.—^the 
whole of the space beyond being taken uji 
for one vast depot, which Avill be 656 feet 
long by 240 feet wide and 99 feet high. The 
whole of this space will be vaulted over by one 
span of iron roofing, without any intermediate 
columns or supports AA'̂ hatever. The scaffold­
ing alone, erected for putting these ponderous 
masses of iron in place, is worth a Adsit; and the 
roof, when completed, will be a triumph of me­
chanical ingenuity. To the right of this great 
building is seen the recently erected Hospital 
for the Lame and Crippled, standing at the north­
west comer of Lexington avenue and Thirty-se­
cond street. I t is a chequered, peculiar-look­
ing structure, of far less pretension to architec­
tural beauty than of judicious arrangements 
intemaUv for the use of the occunants. On 
Forty-ninth street, between Lexingbon and 
Fourth avenues, stands the new "Orphans' 
Home and Asylum of the Protestant Epis­
copal Church," a very large and unpretend­
ing, but handsome brick and stone edifice. 
We next come to " T h e Woman's Hospital," 
a neat brick and stone building, of consid­
erable dimensions, standing at the south-east 
comer of Fiftieth street and Fourth avenue. 
Close to this is Steinway's eminent piano man­
ufactory, run-ning the whole block from Fifty-
first to Fifty-second street, and half way from 
Fourth to Lexington avenue. . On the East 

side of Madison avenue, occupying the whole 
block from Fifty-first to Fifty-second street; 
is the very beautiful Reman Cathchc Or­
phan Asylum. This is a Gothic edifice of brick­
work, ornamented with stone dressings, and 
is unquestionably one of the most perfect and 
satisfactory buildings, in this style of architec­
ture, that has ever been erected in New York. 
Opposite to this, and comprising the A%'hole block 
from Fiftieth to Fifty-first street, and from Madi­
son to Fifth avenue, is the famous St. Patrick's 
Cathedral, now in course of erection, and destined 
to be—in cost and enrichments—i^erhaps the 
most gorgeous ecclesiastical edifice on this con­
tinent. I t is sufficiently advanced to give us a 
taste of its quality. The great western door­
way is splendid in design, and the execution of 
the carved work throughout is excellent. One 
very serious blemish, which was evident to 
every artistic eye,that saw the lithographed 
perspective of this building when it appeared 
years ago, is already apparent, and will become 
more so the further the works progress. We 
allude to the unusual and altogether unneces­
sary projection of the side buttresses on the 
north and south elevations. These huge 
masses of marble masonry, projecting all the 
way from the main wall to the outer wall of side 
chapels, and totally unrelieved by niches or 
other ornamentation, present enormous unbro­
ken surfaces that are painful in monotony. 
But they produce a more serious result: they 
so completely block out the view of the side 
elevation, that in standing on Fifth avenue, and 
attempting to get a perspective view of the 
west and south fronts, if the spectator so places 
himself as to get a fair vieAv of the western 
doorway, he sees on the south front nothing 
but a succession of buttresses, and the beautiful 
intervening" Avindows, Avith their rich tracery, 
are entirely hidden from view. If, to avert 
this, he changes position so as to get a view of 
these windows, then he finds that the Avestera 
doorway is out of sight. There is consequently 
no point of idew from which a spectator can 
take in at a glance the detached beauties of any 
two fronts together—a defect fatal to the artis­
tic success of such a building when viewed in 
perspective. Passing down Fifth avenue to 
Forty-third street, we find ourselves standing in 
front of the new Synagogue " El Emanuel," by 
Leopold Eidlitz. This glorious edifice, more 
sumptuous perhaps in its interior than even in 
its exterior decoration, stands decidedly as far 
ahead of all ecclesiastical structures yet seen 
in this city, as the Equitable Life Insurance 
Building does above all civil ones. People may 
like or dislike Moorish architecture, ac­
cording to their varied tastes; but most 
assuredly the man who undertook to give 
us this rich Moorish poem in stone knew the 
language he employed, and has here produced 
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a mirac le of a r t i s t ic beau ty , t h e equal of which , 
if ex is t ing on t h i s cont inent , w e have y e t t o 
see or h e a r of. Pas s ing down F i f th avenue , t o 
comple te ou r round , t h e n e x t and l as t g r e a t 
object we h a v e t o no t i ce is t h e h u g e and costly 
marb le res idence a t t h e c o m e r of Thi r ty - four th 
s t ree t . We h a v e no o the r c o m m e n t t o m a k e 
on t h i s a rch i t ec tu ra l abor t ion t h a n tha t—con­
s ider ing all t h e g r e a t advan tages of costliness, 
locat ion, space, &c. , wh ich h a v e been so r u t h ­
lessly t h r o w n away—it is a s m u c h calcula ted 
t o debase and beh t t l e , as t h e s t r a c t u r e w e h a d 
j u s t previously described is t o exal t and honor 
h igh a r t a m o n g us . 

W e h a v e t h u s given a s l ight out l ine of t h e 
mos t p rominen t bui ld ings e rec ted in t h i s dis­
t r i c t a lone du r ing t h e las t t h r e e or four y e a r s ; 
b u t th i s is only a port ion. Whole s t ree ts of 
dwell ings have a t t h e same t i m e been e rec ted 
in t h a t s a m e dis t r ic t , and genera l ly of houses 
t h a t would equa l a n y t h i n g t o h a v e been 
found i a F i f t h avenue in i t s pa lmies t ar is to­
cra t ic days. One t h i n g is ce r t a in—our archi­
t ec t s a re e i ther g rea t ly improving, or (which 
w e t h i n k more l ikely) t h e k pa t rons a re be ing 
g radua l ly educa ted t o a h igher apprec ia t ion of 
a r t . 

THE PARKS, 

T H E D e p a r t m e n t of P u b l i c P a r k s m e t on 
Wednesday af ternoon. A resolut ion was 
adopted invi t ing Mr. Roosevel t t o examine 
a n d iad ica te measu res for es tabl ishing fish 
bmldings in t h e lakes of t h e Central P a r k , as 
suggested in h i s communica t ion , and t h e 
pres iden t was empowered t o author ize such 
ac t ion on t h e subject as m a y be by h i m con­
sidered expedient .

Not ice 
of such t ransfer shall, however , be g iven on 
t h e same day t o t h e Disbursing Oflace, unt i l 
o therwise ordered. Restora t ions of m e n t o 
du ty , who have been absen t f rom sickness or 
o ther reasonable cause n o t more t h a n one 
week, m a y be m a d e by t h e h e a d s of bu reaus 
t o w h o m t h e w o r k m e n m a y h a v e been as­
s igned ; b u t n o promot ions shaU be m a d e 
w i t h o u t t h e wr i t t en order of t h e Pres iden t of 
t h e D e p a r t m e n t .

MARKET REVIEW. 
BRICKS.—The demand for North River hards continues 

active, and the market generally shows a pretty brisk and 
steady tone, but seUcrs are still unable to establish any posi­
tive or clear advance, and purchases can be made on almost 
or quite as easy terms as during the summer months. This 
is owing mainly to the free supply, which, though kept 
pre t ty closely sold up, holds out well enough to meet all 
caUs, and is kept moving forward by manufacturers as rap­
idly as means of transportation -will admit of. Indeed, if 
reports bo true, it would hardly bo possible to retain much 
stock a t the points of production, the accumulation already 
being so large as to leave very little additional storage room. 
The prospect a t present seems to indicate a very fair mar­
ket for brick, provided the price is not greatly advanced 
during the balance of the se.ason, bixildings now under way 
being pushed forward with much vigor, and a considerable 
amount of new work commenced, though the consumption 
w-ill fall greatly below former years. New rows of dwellings 
are commencing to loom up in some of the up-towu wards, 
while dowai town public buildings and stores are apprifech-
ing completion, the extra heavy walls of many of the last 
two named classes of edifices having greatly inci-eased the 
aggregate of brick used this past summer, and partially off­
set the number of buildings erected. AVe learn of very few 
orders, except from points near enough to be considered as 
vu-tually within the bounds of the local tr.ade. We quote 
a t .§7@.7.50for merchantiible ' ' up-river" stock; §7.50@8.25 
for " Bay,' ' mostly a t §8 per M, and on fancy selected lots 
$S.50@.9. A few New Jersey hards arc on the market and 
seUing fairly a t §6.50@7.25 per M, but the receipts from 
this source are far below the average and not likely to in­
crease for the present. Pale brick are firm a t the advance 
noted last week, and selling about as fast as they aiTive, 
with the supply, if anything, ra ther below the current 
wants of trade. The demand is almost entirely from city 
buyers, with a great many lots still used to back xvp brown 
stone (veneer ?) fronts. We quote a t $3.75 per J I for very 
common, but the sales mostly a t §4@4.25 per M. Croton 
fronts continue in ra ther a dull condition, and the market 
weak. Some of the very best lots, in a small way, command 
former extremes a t about $14@.15 per M, bu t common 
grades are unsettled, and we hear of sales of brown even as 
low as $10 per M, and buj'ers not anxious a t tha t . Phila-
deljjhia fronts are about steadj% but not over firm, and, a t 
the best, the demand can only be called fair. The offei-iugs 
ample, aud sellers still acceiiting §28@30. deUvered on 
wharf. 

CEMENT.—^The market has shown a fair amount of ac­
tivity, if anything, the business with some of the compa­
nies has increased a trifle, and, all things considered, t he po­
sition is abo.ut as favorable as could reasonably be expected. 
Quite a number of Eastern contracts have yet to be filled, 
and the random demand ft-om same du-ection is taking con­
siderable stock, while shiiDments to other points, coastwise 
and interior, arc pretty good, and, in addition to a steady 
consumption for this city, a dealer can here and there be 
found who is commeuciug to lay up supplies slowly. Prices, 
under the circumstances, are sustained without great diffi­
cult}', bu t buyers are a little fastidious as to quality and 
wUl not pay outside figure.s, except for first-class bi-ands. 
We quote a t §1.85@,1.90 per bbl, according to brand. 
Most of the niUls are at work, and some to their full capaci­
ty, but the aggregate production is smaller as compared 
with the corresponding period last year, vnth a hope, how­
ever, on the part of manufacturers, tha t they will have 
more to do as the t ime for the close of navigation ap­
proaches. 

HAIR.—The period of low prices or. plasters is over with 
for this season, and those dealers and jobbers generally who 
have neglected the hints of t he RECORD, as given in our 
last two or three reports, and faUed to stock up, now find 
tha t to secure what they require a higher rate must be 
paid. The upward tu rn is due in. a great measure, to the 
withdrawal of outside parties who came in here to control 
our market, bu t after seUing for a long t ime a t figures ab­
solutely below the cost of production, appear to have given 
the mat ter up as a profitless job. The .stock in first 
hands now available is very small, and though there are 
a few arrivals the additions are not likely to amount to an 
extensive aggregate for some time, the recent low figures 
having disgusted tanners and prevented them from taking 
any pains to prepare the hair when scraping hides. Cattle 
hair has been scarce for some two or three months ; goat 
hate.in the meantime attracting attention by i t s relative 
cheapness and i ts superior quality, bu t now very Uttle of 
this is to be found, either in the city or a t the tanneries, 
the constant drain to .supply aU classes of buyers having 
nearly exhausted a very liberal accumulation. The prevaU 
ing inquiry is mainly from the regular city trade for i m m e ­
diate distribution to consumers, with, however, a few ship­
ping orders fiUed occasionally. The exact figures of the ad­
vance have not as yet become fully settled, and we omit re­
gular quotations as nominal, but about 25c per bushel for 
cattle, and 32@35c do for goat, approximate closly to sell­
er's views. 

LATH.—The general demand current has been moderate, 
as for .some time past merely to the extent of the urgent 
necessities of buyers. Receivers, however, have had very 
little stock to offer, and their supplies were mostly in such 
a favorable position as to enable them to assume a very in­
different tone, the result of which is an advance in price 
and a generally firmer feeling throughout. The arrivals 
have been principaUy from the Provinces, manufacturers 
along the Maine coast holding back their production, a t 
Calais in particular, and positively insisting upon higher 
rates before they -wiU allow lath to come forward. Another 
stimulating feature is the report tha t the late fire a t Calais 
destroyed more stock t h a n had been previously estimated, 
much of i t on board ready for saUing, and -with the low 
water a t the mills and the scarcity of logs the loss cannot 
be made good this season. I t shoiild not be forgotten; how­

ever, t ha t this is partiaUy offset by a greatly diminished 
consumption, and tha t dealers are not inclined to lay in 
very heavy stocks, particularly if the cost is likely to be 
very high. At the close, a small supply and the pressing 
wants of a few buyers gives the market a firm tone, and the 
a:lvance is fuUy .sustained. Sales during the week of about 
5,000,000, a t $2.30@.2.40 per M, closing a t lat ter ra te . 

LIME.—During the past two or three weeks there hiis 
been quite a number of arrivals of Eastern, and everything 
disapi)earing about as soon as received indicates a pretty 
good demand for stock, and the market generally has shown 
a strong tone. StiU, it has not been deemed proper to ad­
vance the cost as yet, our dcaler.s have not been fully pre­
pared to stock up freely, and with higher prices manufac­
turers would be very likely to give our market more lime 
than i t could take care of; the result of which would be a 
reaction. Lump is high enough, aud has paid weU all the 
season, and, as we have before intimated, common is likely 
to sh.ow the fir.st signs of improvement. Nearly all the 
kilns a t Rockland are now fired up, and the production is 
quite fair, on outlet being found along the Eastern coast, 
with quite a number of parcels going Southward. State 
Umes ar<j selling very weU and rule pretty firm, as compar­
ed wi th a fev/ weeks ago, though now and then there is a 
little shading in iirice to bring negotiations to a close quicklj'. 
As we close, the supply of Eockland on the market is small, 
and there is some appeai-ance of an advance intended, 
though there is nothing to wan-ant a change in quotations 
from §1.15 for common, and $1.75 for lump. 

LUMBER.—The retail business is without any important 
changes or new features since our last report, the majority 
of dealers selling only moderate amounts per invoice, bu t 
managing to make a fair aggregate for the day, with a few 
exceptionable cases where there is leally some activity 
shown. The supply has uicreased -with less rapidity, and 
the current arrivals appear to consist in many instances of 
delayed lots or odd parcels bought to round off assortments, 
etc. Some dealers have considerable amounts yet due 
them, and a few even have still to purchase before they can 
be said to have fuUy loaded up for winter, and receipts will 
continue well up to the close of navigation, though by far 
the largest number of our citj ' lumbermen can show yards 
already full to overflowing, and nothing wanted bu t cus­
tomers to take their stock. We make a few sUght varia­
tions in quotations, mostly reductions, bu t prices are still 
of too irregular a character to warrant the gi-ving of any 
figures as reliable, and prices may be considered as to a 
great extent nominal. 

In a wholesale way the market has been ra ther duU, bu t 
is well-sustained, and though prices do not actually im­
prove, there is, in some uistances, an inclination to a little 
moi-e buoj'ancy. There is nearly eveiy season, a t about 
th is period, a report or rumor of low streams, mills stopr 
ping work fcr -want of logs and water, and occasionaUy a 
fire is brought in to consume almost all the cut lumber 
avaUable, and all gotten up to order as a buU influence on 
the market. I n the present instance, however, the stories 
of this description current appear to have more foundation 
in fact t han usual, and in both the Ottawa and Maine dis­
tricts values are increasing, and it is a difficult matter now 
to make a desirable selection except a t some advance over 
t he prices ruling two or three weeks ago, and some of our 
correspondents predict a still further improvement as the 
season draws to a close. Tlie demand prevailing here is 
mainly from the regular trade, the export movement con­
tinuing unusually moderate. .Even the ordinary caU to fill 
out freight room pro\'ing smaU, though a few lots have re­
cently been forwarded to Cuba in order to save the addi­
tional duty to be imposed October 1st, prox. 

Eastern Spruce has been in veiy fair supply, including 
parcels from domestic and foreign ports, and though the re 
is generally a more confident feeling on the par t of both 
buyers and seller.s, the foi-mer - are not prepared as yet to 
submit to any advance, and prices remain firm but no 
higher. The docks are becoming cleared, and dealers can 
handle stock with greater ease, but thej 'have in most cases 
accumulated a very fine assortment compared with t h e 
past year or two, and do not care to add anything that is 
not first-rate in quality, the result of which is a close scan­
ning of schedules and a disposition to ignore poor lots, even 
if offered very cheap. The general impression now pre­
vailing is t h a t prices have seen " b o t t o m " for this year, 
and must henceforth work upward, owing to the scarcity 
of lumber. Eastern manufacturers, undoubtedly, are very 
short of supplies, both cut and in the log, and are sinlring 
money by keeping hands for whom they have no immediate 
employment; bu t they are not quite all ruined, as t he re­
porter for a certain city commercial paper would have his 
readers, believe, and there is t ime enough for the faU rains 
to bring down a liberal .supply of logs and power to cut 
them ere the season closes. The market, as we conclude 
our report, is moderately supplied and quite firm, but buy­
ers not plenty. We quote a t $16@19 per M for ordinary to 
prime, and very fine a t $19.50 per M. Eastern Hemlock 
quiet and unchanged. White Pine has not been very plenty 
on this market, but dealers have received a ra ther larger 
number of orders and are bringing in .some stock fi'om t h e 
mills. Prices are steadj', in fact a little firmer, in sympa­
thy with an improved feeling in the Canadian markets, and 
first-class goods are secured with difficulty. Some pur­
chases have been made on West India account, bu t the de­
mand is mainly local, for stocks or manufactm-ing purposes 
from buyers in some cases who have been holding off untU 
the last moment, in hopes of doing bettor. We quote a t 
$18@20 per M for common, mostly shipping cuUs; $ 2 1 ® 
23 for good; $24@26 for prime shipping boards, and $29 
®,31 for fancy do. Yellow Pine has been rather more ac­
tive on somewhat larger receipts, but random cargoes as a 
rule sell slowly a t present, buyers caUing principaUy for 
special lengths. Sellers in the majority of cases seem to have 
the faculties for filling any ordinary order without tmneces-
sary delay, and are \viUing to operate on a basis of about for­
mer figures, but the feeling is pretty steady, in anticipation 
of a scarcity and increased cost of freight as soon a i cotton 
commences to move with greater freedom. We quote a t $29 
@30 per M for common to good, and $31®32 per M for 
prime to. choice. ^ Piling plenty, and diUl a t 5M®7c for 
common to very choice lengths. _, Shingles steady bu t 
quiet .

The receipts of lumber during the week jus t closed have 
been considerably larger than the receipts of the preceding 
week, yet, -with one or two exceptions, the daily receipts 
have been insufficient to supply t he demand. Tliere has 
been a Uberal at tendance of city yard-men a t the exchange 
docks, and prices ruled firm at $14@16.50 for choice boards 
and strips, and a t $10.50(g^l3.50 for coarse to fair lumber. 
Buyers from the interior were in fair attendance, and pur­
chased to a fair extent. La th were in undiminished de­
mand, a t $2, and shingles a t $3.15@3.37J<;. A large fleet 
of lumber craft arrived on Sunday, and a t the close of busi­
ness hours only about half a dozen cargoes remained un­
sold ;. yet, for some reason best known to seUers, only 14 
sales were recorded on the sales books. I n th i s connection 
i t may be well to .state t h a t last week's prices w^ere not ad­
hered to in all cases, concessions being granted on several 
cargoes.

Ves.sels drawing ten feet of water have gone down the 
river within tho past week, and we understand there ia a 
channel of t h a t depth clear through to Bay City. 

" T h e propeUer P. H. Birkhead left the river yesterday, 
from this city. Halving in tow seven barges containing over 
two million feet of lumber. This is carrying lumber from 
Saginaw Valley at a tremenduons pace. Over 2,000,000 
feet in what may be termed a single cargo. The schooner 
Detroit left for Chicago, also loaded with 700,000 feet, 
which may be set down as a pretty heavy load for a sail 
vessel."

Some few goods 
are in small supply, but there is hardly anjiyliing tha t can 
be called really scarce, and all calls are met without great 
difficulty. There is a pretension to firmness as a rule, and 
indeed some holders refuse positively to entertain any 
negotiations, looking to a modification of values, though 
in other cases slight concessions have actually been 
made, and the advantage is more with the buyer "than a 
few weeks ago. Jobbers also are doing a small business for 
the season, local consumers making up unusually light in­
voices, and buyers from the interior calling for not more 
than one-quarter the usual amount, just enough in most 
cases to keep up an ordinary stock and assortment.

Chap . 379. 
AN ACT to provide for the pajTnent of the canal and gen­

eral fluid debt, for which the toUs are pledged by the 
Constitution. 

Passed April 25, 1870 ; three-fifths being present. 
The People of the State of New York, represented in Sen­

ate and Assembly, do enact a j follows: 
SECTION 1. The Commissioners of the Canal Fund are 

hereby authorized .ind dh-ected to borrow, on the credit of 
the State, such sum of money as may be necessary for t he 
purpose of paying aud extinguishing the canal and general 
fund debt, for which the tolls are pledged, as provided by-
sections one, two, and three of article seven of the Consti­
tution. The Treasurer is authorized and du-eoted to issue 
and deliver to the stiid Commissioners, as required by 
them, registered or coupon bonds of this State, having 
eighteen years to run, bearing six; per cent, interest, paya­
ble semi-annually, for such amount as shall be required by 
said Cornmissioners, for t h e purpose aforesaid. Upon t he 
receipt of the said bonds, the said Commissioners shall sell 
the same to the highest bidder, a t not less than par, either 
by advertising for sealed proposals in the usual manner, or 
a t public auction, upon the notice, as the said Commission­
er may deem best. The money thus obtained is hereby ap­
propriated to pay and extinguish the canal and the general 
fund debts, as they may exist when this act EhaU become 
operative. 

SEC. 2. A State t ax shall he annually'le-vied and collect-" 
ed, sufficient to pay the interest on such moneys as shall be 
borrowed under this act, and, in addition thereto, to pro­
vide for an annual contribution sufficient to create and es­
tablish a sinking fund, which shall pay and discharge, 
within eighteen years; the principal of the debt created 
under the pro-visions of this act. But, in case the legisla­
ture shall annually provide and appropriate any moneys 

ifiova. the canal tolls or otherwise to . the payment of any 
• portion of the interest on such debt, or such contributions 
to the sinking fund aforesaid, the t ax hereby directed shall 
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EUSOPEASr HOMES. 

T H E class of bmldings known as "European 
Homes," or houses buflt in separate suites of 
apartments for families, and whicii ŵ e have so 
often advocated in these columns, seems to- be 
at last becoming quite popular. The prejudice 
—if prejudice it was—which so long prevented 
our capitalists from looking into the merits of 
a style of residence so immediately adapted to 
the wants of our people, entirely melted away 
as soon as one or two enterprising owners of 
property successfully inaugurated the fashion, 
and now the system seems to have a chance of 
being fairly tested among us. Not only has Mr. 
Stuyvesant'sbuildiagonBighteenthstreetproved 
an eminent success, but, doubtless led on by that 
example, a large structure on a somewhat similar 
principle, designed by R. M. .HUNT, is already 
commenced on Twenty-seventh street, to run 
all the way from Broadway to Fifth avenue ; 
another great buUding of the kiud, 200 feet by 50 
feet, from designs by J. R. HAJIILTON, -will pro­
bably be shortly commenced in the immediate 
neighborhood of Central Park; while we hear 
of other buUdiugs of the kind, on a grand scale, 
which are contemplated for fine locations in this 
city and suburbs. 

But, strange to say, the class of people for 
whom we supposed such buildings were pre­
eminently intended (we mean that vast portion 
of our population, of education and refinement 
but United means, who cannot afford to pay 
more than from |400 to $600 rental), are the 
very ones for whom no pro-vLsion at all seems as 
yet to have been made, while people of easier 
circumstances, those who have been payihg 
$3,000 and $4,000 a yearf or dwelling-houses, and 
•wiio, it -was reasonably supposed, would be the 
first to look down with contempt upon any ar­
rangement that could savor—even so remotely 
—of the so-caUed ' ' Tenement House " system, 
are the ones who have most eagerly taken up 
everything of the kind yet presented; paying 
as high as $1,000 and even $1,500 per annum for 
commodious suites of apartments. Perhaps it 
is as well that the innovation has occurred 
under such favorable auspices. I t probably 
needed the example of a few of the leaders of 
our hoTb ton here to prove, what was already so 
well understood iu all the leading capitals of 
Europe, that people of the highest respectability 
can live, with all the surroundings of comfort 
and luxury, under the same roof with others, 

and yet be as completely isolated as if each had 
a dwelling-house of their OAvn. 

While we heartily welcome this change which 
has already been wa-ought among us, and -which 
^vill prove so beneficial to large nnmbers, it is to 
be hoped that the system will be still further 
extended, so as to embrace similar accommo­
dations for the still larger number of jiersons 
who cannot afford to pay $1,500, or even f 1,000 
for rental. Such families are to be counted by 
thousands in our midst, and although their 
purses are slender they are, by education, re­
finement, and position in life, far above bemg 
left to the tender mercies of crowded, promis­
cuous and comfortless " Tenement Houses,"— 
too frequently their only alternative. Since 
ground rent is what so much enhances the cos-fc 
of such buildings, less exi^ensive but still re­
spectable locations might be selected for their 
erection, where suites of rooms could be ob­
tained at moderate prices, and yet sufficient to 
amply remunerate the owner for his outlay. 
The demand for such dwellings is almost un­
limited in this city, and will so continue long 
after we have any of the long-promised facili­
ties of locomotion to the suburbs; for there will 
always be thousands who—from choice or the 
necessities of business—will continue to reside 
in the most central and accessible portions of 
the city. To meet the necessities of the case, 
many old buildings have recently been trans­
mogrified and christened " Eturopean," but they 
necessarily fall very short of those important 
and indispensable features which form the very 
elements of the system we are alluding to, and 
which can only be properly obtained when a 
building is e3>pressly desir/ned for the purpose. 
The complete isolation which prevents the possi­
bility of one family intruding upon the privacy of 
another—the rigid supertutendence of the en­
trance, so as to keep off all unwelcome in­
truders—the facilities for obtaining coal and 
other suj)plies, and getting rid of all refuse, 
without the necessity of going up and down 
stau's,—these are all things that can only be 
thoroughly compassed by a building originally 
designed to meet them. Each plot of ground, 
too, reqtdres a different treatment, for it is 
e-vident that while one arrangement may suit a 
space of 100 ft. X 50 ft., a totally different 
plan would be applicable to a space of 100 ft. X 
75 ft. or 100 ft. square. "We think it likely 
that the coming year -will see a number of such 
structures erected in New York and its imme­
diate -vicinity, and it is certain that whole streets 
of them are necessary to meet the present 
pressiug demands of our population. 

THE EQUALIZED VALXTATION.

sessed valuation of real estate in the various

GOSSIP. 

NOTWITSTAXDIXG tha t the trades' unions of t he country 
are open m the avowal of non-interference with politico, 
the movements of many of tlieir representatives in the 
conventions of several of the trades show tha t they have a 
leaning towards political affairs. The carpenters and 
joiners are the latest additions to tlie political trade move­
ment The utmost activity is apparent ui the real estate 

market on Long Island. Capitalists from this city buy up 
large tracts there, lay them out ui lots and sell them at 
reasonable rates, the pajrments being made in monthly in­
stalments. Thus homesteads are placed within the reach 

of every one Ignaz A. Pilat, the chief land.scape gardener 
of t he Central Park, died Sunday morning. He was b o m 
ai Aschasch, in Austria, in 1820. He designed the gardens 
of Prince 3Iettemich and the Emperor of Austria, and left 
Viemia in 1848 for this country. He became chief gardener 
of Central Park, and planned all the iniprovements there 
as well as those now in progress in all t he city parks. The 
Department of Public Parks recently adopted resolutions 
recognizing his great services, and expressive of respect to 
his talent, and regret a t liis demise. .- . .Until recently the 
Common Council could provide by resolution for the con­
struction of sewers in any par t of the city. The result of 
this power has just been made manifest. A contract was 
given out under the authority of the Commissioner of 
Public Works, for a sewer in Avenue D, between Fifth and 
Third streets, and when the contractor went to work he 
found a fine brick sewer from Fifth, to Fourth, and from 

Fourth to Thu-d streets, but not camiected with the sewer 
running east and west in Four th street, and constructed 12 
years ago, under a resolution]Jof the Common Council. 
These short sowers the Commissioners of Public AVorks 
have ordered to be connected to the main sewer iu Four th 
street, which order, it is expected, will lead to litigatian 
as the Commissioners made a written contract for sowers 
from Fifth to Third streets, and the contractor prepared to 
construct them, and proposes to do so, or be paid in full. 
Another feature of the discovery is, t h a t the houses on 
both sides of Avonae D, from Fifth to Four th streets, and 
from Fourth to Third streets, are connected with the old 
sewers, wJiich had no outlet. When the sewers and 
the connections filled up , they remained so. An in­
vestigation shows tha t there are hundreds of these 
short sewers in the upper part of the city that have no outlet, 
and the supposition is tha t they were built to give favored 
contractors of the Common Council profitable jobs. These 
useless sewers were constructed of pipe, but under the pre-
eent direction no pipe sewers are built. Brick -will be sub­
stituted, a mate'rial which, it is said, will last for years—a 
durability pipe does not possess . . . .Mr . Andrew Wilson, 
Jr . , whose name has been so prominently before the public 
for two or three years past in connection with extensive 
re.al estate operations, more especially tha t of the Grand 
Park enterprise, at tempted to commit suieidu on Tuesday 
forenoon, by cutt ing his throat with a razor, inflicting a 
frightful .gash, which i t is feared will prove fafaU. About 
five or six w'ceks ago, Mr. Wilson became somewhat embar­
rassed in his financial affairs, and some of his creditors 
manifesting a disposition to take an undue advantage over 
others who were less f avorablj' circumstanced in their rela­
tions with the enterprise, became dissatisfied, which so work­
ed upon the over-taxed miud of Mr. Wilson as to bring on a 
severe fit of sickness, and rendered i t necessary for others 

to assume charge of affairs at Grand Park The Third 

Avenue Bailroad Company have been erecting for some 
time past a new depot on t he corner of Third avenue and 
One Hundred and Thirt ieth street, Harlem. The building 
will be 125 feet on Third avenue, and 110 feet on One Hun­
dred and Thir t ie th street, and composed of Philadelphia 
pressed brick, with iron-store front and tr immings. The 
ground floor will be for car entrances, bar-room, billiard-
room, etc., while the rest of the building will be reserved 
for hotel purposes, and public hails for various purpos­
es, t he largest of which, however, -wUl be termed the Music 
Hall, having a gallery, tier, and dimensions as follows;— 
Depth, 110 feet; width, 56 feet ; height, 40 feet, and 
capable of seating 1,800 persons. The building will be fin­
ished in January next, and will cost $150,000. An inter­
esting fact connected w^ith i t is, t h a t i t is built entirely on 
piles, and occupies the site of the old Tow bridge, once 

-washed by Harlem river The glorious au tumn has 
quite changed the appearance of the Metropolis. The 
streets assume a bustling appearance; the milliners are be­
set with anxious inquirers after the latest fashions, and one 
by one the theatres are thrown open to thousands of pa ­
trons. Business prospects are excellent, and joy and hope 
sit on every countenance.
