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Dr. Robert S. Cooper was a commanding leader and visionary, who led the weather and
climate eruption in NASA when he became the Goddard Space Flight Center Director in 1976.

The eruption rattled the walls of the Goddard Institute for Space Studies in New York, but our
budding planetary and climate research programs survived, thanks to a group of then young
scientists, pictured here in more recent times (except Tony and Makiko in 1970s photos).
